Our Geneva Agape Foundation still held its annual conference in Geneva in January 2020 on values-driven investment, but then
had to go virtual, as did most organisations, through online webinars ensuring continuity of online publications and also concrete
solidarity campaigns in Africa and Asia. We are thankful for the continued support of funding especially from our committed
partners in China, which has ensured a balanced year-end result. The total level of funding was still too limited compared to
needs, but realistic perspectives for improvement in 2021 are on the horizon.
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GAF Summary of Activities

The Strategy 2017-2020 of the Geneva Agape Foundation
(GAF) was the guideline for the year 2020. It was the fourth
year of full operation. The activities followed three pro-
grammes:

| Programme 3 Values-driven Investment continued being the
main focus in 2020. The programme supported the develop-
ment of Faithinvest and an international conference. [p.5]

| Programme 2 Innovative Philanthropy concentrated on
supporting left behind children in Liaoning province in China.
The foundation, Liaoning Agape Foundation, initiated with
support of GAF, was ranked as the best foundation in the
provincel [p.6]

| Programme 1 Values-driven Entrepreneurship signed a
partnership agreement with a group of faith-based entrepre-
neurs in Uzbekistan including cooperation in publishing and
training programmes. [p.7]

Communication: continued with the launch of a new website
www.gafoundationworld in English and Chinese.

Partnerships: the existing 15 partnership agreements, mainly
with academic centres, remained stable with strategic part-
nerships with the Amity Foundation in China and Faithinvest
in the UK. [p.9]

Finance: the audited accounts show a total income of CHF
275’352 and total expenses of CHF 185’350. The surplus of
CHF 90’002 was used to refill depleted reserves. [p.10]

to the Covid pandemic. New Board members have been
appointed in 2020 and early 2021. A new Executive Director

Programme 3
Values-driven Investments

The Geneva Agape Foundation in 2020 focused on “values-
driven investment” (Programme 3) as was already the case in

2019. Within it, a special emphasis was placed on faith-consis-

tentinvestments to encourage faith communities, especially

Christian institutional investors, to align their investments with

their faith-based values and with the UN’s Sustainable Devel-

opment Goals (SDGs).

Activities included six main projects:

The successful international conference, “Faithinvest:
Impactful Cooperation” held on 17-18 January 2020 in Ge-
neva, deepened the cooperation and information exchange
between Christian institutional investors and development
agencies. Moreover, a pre-workshop offered practical train-
ing for church project leaders.

The cooperation with Faithinvest, a GAF partner organisa-
tion, continued for conferences and in developing projects
or programmes.

The Values-driven Investment Directory is a fully search-
able database currently containing over 400 faith-driven
institutions.

The QikosInvest project (www.oikosinvest.org) was a major
project: GAF initiated the development of the new founda-
tion, which will invest its foundation capital in projects of
faith-related partners with a focus on Africa, and later Asia.
Operations will start in mid-2021.

Oxi-Zen is a platform for CO2 Emitters to purchase CO2 ab-
sorption capacity directly and securely from CO2 Convertors
and generate income for countries and land owners who
absorb CO2 through forest and agricultural use of land. GAF
is a partner and its Director an advisor to the project.

Training and consultancy is offered on demand. Online train-

ing for Usbekistan's values-driven entrepreneurs and contri-
butions in international conferences have been part of this.

Innovative Philanthropy

The Liaoning Agape Foundation (LAF) is a key partner of the
Geneva Agape Foundation (GAF). LAF is ranked as the best
philanthropic foundation in the large Liaoning province in

north-east China. It was established five years ago with train-
ing support from GAF and celebrated its fifth anniversary on 5
March 2021. Some figures for LAF 2020:

Year 2020 donation income: RMB 6.88 Million, Year 2020
expenses: RMB 5.05 Million. 5 years’ income from the setting
up of the foundation: RMB 18.48 million, 5 years’ expenses:
RMB 13.22 million.

5 years’ total number of beneficiaries: 122,127 students.

Total number of volunteers in 2020 is over 500 persons. They
visited every beneficiary, went to their school, visited their
teachers and went to their homes to verify the status, over
2000 kilometers of travel in total.

LAF is rated 5A foundation in Liaoning Province. The main
projects in LAF are: financial support of orphans for their
schooling, accompanying orphans through life by visiting
them at least once a month, psychological counselling for
children who cannot be accompanied by their parents and
education about school bullying laws.

The Board is the supreme governing body of the Geneva
Agape Foundation. As a foundation under Swiss law, it is
supervised by the Swiss Federal Authorities in the Ministry of
Interior Affairs, which ensures transparency, accountability and
sustainability.

The international Board is composed of 7 members from
Europe and China. As the Foundation was initiated and at

the beginning, to a substantial extent, funded by the Chinese
entrepreneur and professor of economics Cui Wantian, China-
Europe cooperation is still key and reflected in the composi-
tion of the Board.

The Board held four meetings in 2020, all of them online due
to the travel restrictions caused by the Covid pandemic. Key
topics were the GAF Strategy 2021-2025 and, in early 2021,
the election of the new Executive Director Dr. Nicoleta Aca-
trinei to the Board and the election of the current Executive
Director Prof. Dr Christoph Stlckelberger as the new Presi-
