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One-third of the time is already gone: The Sustainable Development Goals (SDG’s), 

adopted by all United Nations Member States in 2015, aim to be implemented by 

2030. Five of the fifteen years have passed, and it is apparent that a scaling up of 

efforts is needed. Investments must make a targeted contribution to one or several 

SDG’s. The return on investment is calculated in terms of financial return, but even 

more important, is the value of impact return: the improvement of lives and contrib-

uting to SDGs. 

The Geneva Agape Foundation in 2019 focused on “values-driven investments” 

(Programme 3). Within it, a special emphasis was placed on faith-consistent invest-

ments: to encourage faith communities, especially Christian institutional investors, 

to align their investments with their faith-based values and with the SDGs. In 2020, 

GAF continues with the same focus.

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The Geneva Agape Foundation in 2019 focused on “values-

driven investments” (Programme 3). Within it, a special empha-

sis was placed on faith-consistent investments to encourage 

faith communities, especially Christian institutional investors, 

to align their investments with their faith-based values and 

with the SDGs. In 2020, GAF continues with the same focus. 

Activities included research on concepts of impact investing 

and a searchable directory of Christian institutional investors 

and Christian development agencies. The information will 

be accessible in 2020 and should serve as one instrument in 

building bridges between investors and investable projects. 

GAF also advised on several ethical investment projects in the 

water sector and climate. 

The successful international conference, “FaithInvest: Impact-

ful Cooperation” held on 16-18 January in Geneva, deepened 

the cooperation and information exchange between Christian 

institutional investors and development agencies. Moreover, 

a pre-workshop offered a practical training for church project 

leaders, and the number of participants doubled, compared to 

the previous year.

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In January 2019, a consultation between GAF and the Minzu 

University/Beijing took place in Beirut, as part of the project 

on Religions along the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). The focus 

was on the contribution of the Armenian Orthodox Church to 

trade, science and values along the Silk Road since the 17th 

century. In November 2019, an international workshop was 

held in Minzu University on philanthropy along BRI. 

Philanthropy in China was mainly done through the GAF 

partner organisation Liaoning Agape Foundation LAF. The 

“e-million action” was initiated by Amity Foundation and then 

undertaken and launched by LAF in the Liaoning Province 

in North East of China. It aims to help poor orphans living in 

rural areas in this Province to improve their living and learning 

conditions. It opens the opportunity for children to get equal 

rights to education. In addition,  the project has spiritual activi-

ties such as expanding training and spiritual exchange. These 

activities help the spiritual growth and social integration 

process so that the orphans can grow up happily and healthily.  

In 2019, 1025 orphans have been assisted by the project, with 

a total donation of 1’698’990 RMB (242’000 USD). Up to now, 

the project has helped 1113 orphans, with a total donation of 

2’841’655 RMB (406’000 USD). At present, the project cov-

ers 28 counties (cities, districts) in Liaoning province.
